As you read this, I’m most likely touring 

Greece and Turkey on a trip with Bishop 

Malone. It’s a trip I get to go on to fulfill my 

continuing education requirements…I get to go 

to Greece and Turkey for my job!  

Each year, the Board of Ministry requires that 

pastors complete three continuing education units. Also, as part of our 

annual time away from the local church, we’re given two weeks for 

continuing ed. And, funds for continuing ed are included in my 

compensation. AND because I’m a “young-ish clergy,” over ¾ of the trip 

was paid for by the East Ohio Foundation! Woot!

trip and eat some Greek and Turkish food!  

The closer this trip gets, the more excited I get. And yet, I do not take the 

privilege of this trip lightly. The fact that this trip can be considered 

“work;” that I am employed by a place that is able to finance this trip 

because of people like you; that I work with amazing people that will keep 

things running fabulously while I’m gone; and that I have wonderful in-

laws who are coming to stay with my kids (and dog) and also preach for 

me.

Trying Something New—Contemplative Worship 

On October 9, we will bring our 8:30 worship service indoors. As we 

make this transition, we recognize that the 8:30 worship loses some of its 

uniqueness and attraction. Last year, when we moved indoors, we saw a 

significant drop-off of attendance at 8:30, with people choosing to 

worship at the second service or online. This year, we’re using the 

transition to indoors as an opportunity to try something different.  

Just as the outdoor service is something not all churches do, we (the 

Sunday Morning Task Force) began brainstorming ways we could 

worship uniquely indoors. After much conversation and prayer, we 

decided to try a contemplative worship service in Fellowship Hall. 

Contemplative Worship is a time in which we quiet ourselves in 

order to open our hearts, minds, and souls to the Presence of 

God.  

During these times of demanding responsibilities and draining schedules, 

contemplative worship is an opportunity to still the internal busyness, 

allowing us to settle deeply into God. It’s an opportunity to move into 

prayer and communion with God before going out to engage the world 

in our work and relationships. 

Contemplative Worship waits for the Divine Mystery in the silence, 

words and music. And yet, it does not imply that a person must be 

proficient in a certain skill or spiritual discipline to participate.  To 

participate in contemplative worship, one simply needs a desire to 

seek God and be open to however God might choose to move 

within his or her life. 

I encourage you to worship with us at 8:30 in Fellowship Hall on Sunday 

mornings. We’ll transform the space into a worshipful environment 

where we can gather for a time of prayer, scripture, Holy Communion, 

song, and silence.  

When we move back outdoors in the spring, we’ll worship in a 

“traditional” style, like we have in summers past. However, if we have 

people who are enjoying contemplative worship and would like to 

continue, we’re open to continuing that, too!

Our new worship schedule makes 

space for joyful gathering with 

classes, coffee and conversation. But 

coffee hour, doesn’t just happen. At 

Brecksville UMC, we have a special 

recipe of ingredients:

Our Money Story 

On October 9th we will begin our Stewardship Campaign. What is a 

“stewardship campaign,” you ask?  

A stewardship campaign is when we acknowledge all God has given 

us and prayerfully consider what we will give back to God in the 

coming year. In biblical times, a steward supervised a household or an 

estate. As “stewards,” we acknowledge that God is the source of all 

we have—money, time, and abilities—and that it’s our responsibility 

to care for these things well.  

October is the ideal time to do this, as it’s during the harvest season, 

when we’ve traditionally recognized all that God has given us (and 

then give thanks to God at Thanksgiving!) Knowing how much 

people are pledging to the church also helps us set our budget for the 

coming year.  

The last Sunday of our stewardship campaign (October 30) is called 

Commitment Sunday. During worship, we place our pledge cards 

(copy enclosed in this newsletter) on the altar, recognizing our 

commitment to God for 2023. We will pray over these pledges: that 

they will bring us closer to God and will be used for God’s work 

through Brecksville United Methodist Church.  

This year, our stewardship series is called Our Money Story. We will 

focus on this theme in worship, bible study (Sundays at 9:30!), and 

with a devotional booklet you can pick up at the church. Our Money 

Story recognizes that we all have a money story, whether we 

acknowledge it or not. Perhaps we are living from a story of fear or 

shame. Or a story that our actions won’t have an impact. Or a story 

that we don’t have enough. Where might God be speaking a new 

narrative into the limited ones we have told ourselves? This theme 

invites us to discover and tell our money stories in light of God’s 

money story of liberation and justice. It also encourages us to 

transform our stewardship practices into more full expressions of 

who we are and what we believe.  

This theme is intentionally direct—it invites us to name exactly what 

we’re talking about and not skirt around it. We know that to speak of 

money is to invite tension into the room. But it’s time we reframe 

this. Money and possessions are one of the most common topics in 

scripture, and Jesus talked about money more than faith and prayer. 

Our money story, therefore, is a spiritual story. Thinking about God’s 

money story should be liberating, inviting, and transformative.  

Yes, our stewardship campaign helps us plan the budget for the 

coming year, but most importantly, we pray that it is a time of 

recognizing our abundance—no matter our story—and bringing us 

closer to God.  - Rev. Heidi Welch and the Finance Committee
