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Teachable Moments

"And you must think constantly about these commandments I am giving you today.
You must teach them to your children and talk about them when you are at home or out for a walk;
at bedtime and the first thing in the morning." - Deuteronomy 6:7

The commandments mentioned here are those transcendent principles of love, integrity, kindness, and faithfulness that
are true for all people, in all cultures, at all times.
